November 2022 General Election Voting Information

The November 2022 election is quickly approaching! Some of you may be wondering where, how, and when to vote. Below is a list of important information that may help you come up with a voting plan this election season!
Important Dates:
· September 29: Vote-by-mail for General Election begins
· October 11: Final day to register to vote in the General Election
· October 29: Early voting begins
· October 29: Deadline to return vote-by-mail ballot 
· November 5: Early voting ends
· November 8: Election Day

Am I registered to vote?
Check your voter registration status at https://registertovoteflorida.gov/
If you aren’t registered, you’ll need a Florida State ID (such as a driver’s license) and the last 4 digits of your social security number.

How can I vote?
In Florida, there are 3 ways to vote:
· Vote-by-mail
· Early voting
· Day-of voting
 
How do I vote-by-mail?
Vote-by-mail (sometimes called “absentee voting”) allows you to exercise your right to vote without having to go to the polls during early voting period or on election day. Voting by mail is a legitimate way to participate in the election process as a U.S. citizen. When you vote-by-mail, you first request an absentee ballot. Then the county supervisor of elections mails a ballot to your home, which you can then return in person (during early voting or on election day) or via mail.
Requesting a vote-by-mail ballot:
· To obtain a vote-by-mail ballot, a request may be made through your local Supervisor of Elections office (typically by phone or an office visit, but can often be done online!
· In Florida, vote-by-mail ballot requests must be made no later than 5pm on the 10th day before the election. 
Returning a vote-by-mail-ballot
· When you receive your ballot in the mail, follow all of the directions given. Also, make sure your signature matches the signature on your state ID card.
· To return your ballot and cast your absentee vote, you can:
· Mail your ballot back, using the provided envelope
· Drop off your ballot at an early voting site during early voting periods
· Drop off your ballot at your precinct on Election Day
 
How do I vote early?
Some people aren’t able to make it to the polls on Election Day. In Florida, you can vote early by casting your ballot at any early voting location in your county starting on the 10th day before the election through the 3rd day before the election.
· For example, early voting for the November 2022 election runs from Monday, October 24th to Sunday, November 6th between 7am and 7pm each day. 
When you vote early, make sure you bring a valid photo ID card that contains your signature. You may also want to bring your Florida voting ID card, but it’s not necessary.

You can find an early voting location by looking at the “Individual County Files” Excel spreadsheet, or contacting your county's Supervisor of Elections. 

How do I vote on Election Day?
First, gather your materials. To vote on Election Day, remember to bring:
1. A valid Florida state ID card (e.g., license, state ID card, passport) with a photo and your signature
2. Your Florida voting ID card (not required, but helpful to have!)

Unlike early voting, if you decide to vote on Election Day, you must do so at your assigned polling location. This location is listed on your Florida voting ID card, but you can double check online by visiting your Supervisor of Elections website.
